The General Agreement
IFLA and ORGANISATION agree as follows:

1. ORGANISATION, in association with IFLA, will be responsible for planning, preparing and implementing the Project. The project proposal is attached as Appendix 3.

2. ORGANISATION will provide all facilities necessary, including printed documentation, to conduct the activities involved in the Project.
3. ORGANISATION in association with IFLA, will measure the impact of the project and include details of the project’s impact in the final report.

4. ORGANISATION will provide IFLA with a transparent, detailed financial report at the conclusion of the project including receipts and full documentation in accordance with the guidelines in Appendix 2.
5. ORGANISATION, under the guidance of IFLA, will produce a final rich media narrative report when the Project is complete, including copies of any papers, presentations, or training materials produced as a result of the project.
6. IFLA will allocate funds to the Project as agreed in the Project budget attached as Appendix 1, and maintain oversight for the distribution of financial resources.
7. Any unspent funds, or expenditure not in accordance with the financial guidelines, will be returned to IFLA following completion of the project.
8. IFLA will retain oversight for the project overall, and take responsibility for presenting the results to the IFLA membership. 

Termination of the General Agreement

9. If either of the parties wishes to terminate the agreement before its completion, and other than for purposes in clause 10 said party shall notify the other party by registered letter. Four weeks notice of termination shall be given by the terminating party.
10. In case of a serious breach by one of the parties of its obligations, and after an injunction which has remained without effect for one (1) month, the other party is entitled to terminate the agreement by registered letter without prejudice to any liquidated damages it may claim.

11. In the event that the agreement is terminated by either party, costs incurred up to the date of termination will be paid.

Assignment of Jurisdiction and Law Applicable to the General Agreement

12. In case of a dispute, the parties shall endeavour to settle said dispute out of court. Should they fail to reach an agreement, the administrative courts of the Netherlands shall have sole jurisdiction.

Miscellaneous

13. No amendments shall be made to this agreement except in writing and signed by both parties.

14. Neither of the parties may assign all or part of its rights and obligations hereto hereunder without having first obtained the written consent of the other party.

15. Neither of the parties may represent itself as acting on behalf of other parties.

Intellectual Property
16. By signing this memorandum of Agreement, ORGANISATION transfers to IFLA the copyright on all materials generated during the delivery of the project (e.g. translations, new training materials, case studies) to the fullest extent permitted by law and without any reservation of rights for themselves or others. The substance and nature of the work is sufficiently specified for this purpose. As far as it appears that the copyright has not been transferred lawfully, ORGANISATION agrees to transfer the copyright by separate agreement. To the extent necessary, ORGANISATION  shall waive the rights defined in Article 25(1)(a), (b) and (c) in conjunction with Article 25(3) of the Dutch Copyright Act (Book of Statutes 1912, 308) most recently adapted by law of March 26th 2008  (Book of Statutes 2008, 85). ORGANISATION declares that they have read the relevant Article, which has been attached to this agreement, and is familiar with the provisions thereof.
17. ORGANISATION will retain copyright on any work produced for  ORGANISATION  (e.g. governance documents, financial plans, communication/strategy plans). Where this material will be of use to future IFLA activities, ORGANISATION agrees to make this material available to IFLA for reproduction and dissemination as appropriate.

Non-Liability

18. IFLA does not assume liability for any third party claims for damages arising out of this agreement.
